Featured speakers at IMATS New York 2011 include 30-year beauty veteran and author Linda Mason, who has 
done make-up for Vogue, Glamour, Jean-Paul Gaultier and Giorgio Armani. Mason will teach a class on make-up 
for mature women. Tate Steinsiek, a top finalist on Syfy’s make-up competition Face Off, will also speak. His New 
York-based company, Ill Willed Productions, provides effects make-up, prosthetic application and prop fabrication 
for clients including The Jim Henson Company, DreamWorks, Lionsgate, MTV, Discovery and others. Syfy will be 
casting the second season of Face Off at IMATS, Sunday, April 10 starting at 9 a.m. 

Top brands will unveil new products and offer discounts on old favorites at IMATS. And the stars of tomorrow 
will face off in the student make-up competition. This year’s beauty competition has a tribal theme; the character 
competition has a mythological creatures theme.

Make-Up Artist magazine, which produces IMATS, is read in nearly 70 countries worldwide. It was created in 
1996 by Emmy-winning make-up artist Michael Key. IMATS is held annually in London; Los Angeles; Vancouver, 
B.C.; Sydney and Toronto.
